This course focuses on the different concepts of strategy, security and their developments particularly
after the Cold War. Moreover, it also focuses on concepts related to domestic, regional as well as
international level and their relative view of concepts related to great, middle and small states.

Hence, the course thoroughly examines the empirical distinctive features of great power strategy in
the nuclear age on the one hand and the reactions of the strategic options of lesser powers on the other.
Given this, the course shall expectedly browse through multifaceted aspects of recent as well as
conventional dynamics in military know-how. In the same vein, the course shall always bear in mind
that such critical contested discussions shall go in parallel with the understanding of ultimate potential
implications of any given strategy on the field of international relations as whole. To this end, the
course is divided into four unequal parts.
